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1 Reason for Change

Section 5 of the GM AD is rewritten in non-normative language to highlight the main features of the GM enabler. It does not attempt to provide an exhaustive description of every feature. It is based on the principal point in Ericsson’s comment 22, that “In our opinion, this is an informative section which should provide at a high level some of the basic features/functions. It need not be exhaustive.” This contribution also addresses comments 27, 33 and 34, which were directed at the same section.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

5. Features  (informative)
The GM enabler has two main features: 

· a common protocol, XML Configuration Access Protocol (XCAP), by which Principals can store and manipulate their service-related data, stored in a network as XML documents. 
· the SIP subscription/notification mechanism by which Principals can be notified of changes to such documents

Documents accessed and manipulated via XCAP are stored in (logical) repositories in the network, called generically XML Document Management Servers (XDMS), each repository being associated with a functional entity  which uses the data in its associated repository to perform its functions. For example, a PoC server accesses a PoC XDMS to obtain a particular type of user document, a PoC Group document, which provides the member list for a PoC group session, and uses this information to invite such members for a PoC session. 
The GM enabler specifies a specific type of repository, called a Shared XDMS, which stores URI Lists, which can be reused by other enablers. For example, a PoC Group member list can include a reference to a URI list as one of its entries.


The following sub-sections provide a high level description of the principal features of the GM enabler.
5.1 Authentication

A XDM Client and a XDM Server must support mutual authentication.

The [XDM Spec] provides the details of the mutual authentication procedures based on the use of HTTP Digest authentication.
5.2 Data Management Operations 
The XCAP protocol describes a technique by which an XML document as well as each of its elements and attributes can be identified as a resource, i.e., assigned a URI. XCAP describes the means by which such URIs can be constructed and used in the HTTP Request-URI to access, create, or delete a document or an element or an attribute therein. 
Each XDMS supports the rules of XCAP for identifying the resources (documents, its elements and attributes) that it manages.

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5.3 Notifications of changed data

The first release of Group Management uses the SIP subscription/notification mechanism specified by IETF. This allows an authorized XDM Client to subscribe to notification of changes to a document in an XDMS.

The XDM Client may subscribe to changes in multiple documents in a single subscription.
