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1 Reason for Change

This contribution proposes text for the XDM Specification. The GM RD states that:
6.1.1 General
 […]
8) Data consistency of information stored in the GM enabler SHALL be ensured, particularly if simultaneous access by multiple authorised end-users and/or multiple devices is allowed.

[…]

So far, nothing in the specification ensures the consistency of data, although it is stated in the architecture document that both XDM clients and specific servers can access some documents.

This contribution proposes to solve this issue by proposing some additional text for section 6.3 in the XDM specification.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.1 Procedures at the XDM Server
6.1.1 Document Management

An XDM Server receiving a HTTP request targeted at a XCAP resource identified by the HTTP Request-URI follows the following procedures based on the method requested.
Simultaneous requests to the same document SHALL be managed in such a way that the resulting document reflects the changes as if the requests had been done in a serialized manner.
6.1.1.1 POST handling

HTTP POST requests targeted at an XDM resource SHALL be rejected with a HTTP 405 response.

6.1.1.2 PUT handling

HTTP PUT requests targeted at an XDM resource SHALL be processed as described in [XCAP] Section 8.2.

6.1.1.3  GET handling

HTTP GET requests targeted at an XDM resource SHALL be processed as described in [XCAP] Section 8.3.

6.1.1.4 DELETE handling

HTTP DELETE requests targeted at an XDM resource SHALL be processed as described in [XCAP] Section 8.4.
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
