5.2.2 Data Semantics

The PoC User Access Policy document SHALL conform to data semantic described in [COMMONPOL] and extended in [XDMSPEC] section 6.6.1, with the clarifications given in this sub‑clause.

The PoC User Access Policy document MAY contain references to URI Lists stored in Shared XDMS (as defined in [SHAREDXDM]).

The “id” identity sub‑element can contain SIP, TEL or any other supported URI.

The “allow-invite” element defines the action the PoC Server is to take when processing a PoC session invitation for a particular user. This element SHALL have one of  the following three values:
· “reject”, instructing the PoC server to automatically reject the invitation; 
· “pass”, instructing the PoC server to not reject the invitation; and 
· “accept”, instructing the PoC server to automatically accept the invitation.
