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1 Reason for Change

For each AUID the XDM Client may create several XDM documents. Currently, the XDM specification does not provide any mechanism how the XDM Client can obtain a list of manageable XML documents owned by a particular user.

In order to ensure the functional completeness of the XCAP interface, this contribution suggests to use the “directory” application usage defined by IETF.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

6.6.1
XCAP Server Capabilities 

Every XDM server SHALL support the Application Usage “xcap-caps”, which defines the capabilities of the server, as defined in [XCAP] Section 11.

The single document corresponding to the “xcaps-caps” Application Usage SHALL be available to all principals as a part of the global URI tree.

6.6.2 XML Documents Directory

Every XDM server SHALL support the Application Usage “directory” as defined in [XCAP_DIR]. The XML documents directory allows an XDM Client to fetch the list of XCAP manipulable XML documents stored in the XCAP server.
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
