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1 Reason for Change

There is no mechanism to limit number of presence buddies. If operator wants to limit the number of presence buddies standards should define mechanism for this. Otherwise terminal/user behaviour cannot be controlled. 

Two new XDMC provisioning parameters is used for this purpose: 

1) “Max-number-of-subsriptions-to-single-presentity” defines maximum number of individual subscriptions to single presentity. If value of this parameter is “0” then usage of RLS is mandatory in the network. 

2) “Max-number-of-subscriptions-in-presence-list” defines limit for subscriptions in the presence list in RLS. If the value of this parameter is “0” then it means that there are no RLS in the network. 

RLS XDMS should generate XCAP error response (HTTP 409 “Conflict) indicating that maximum numbers of users in list is exceeded in a similar way as PoC XDMS sends error response when maximum number of group participants is exceeded.
