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1 Overview

The development of XCAP has been an essential part of OMA PAG’s XDM and Presence Specifications.  The success and wide adoption of OMA PAG Specifications depends on the efficient use of wireless links, especially radio resources, in addition to the maturity, stability, and extensibility of its own and underlying Specifications.

With the above in mind, we are seeking your consideration of the proposed solution to resolve the namespace binding issues, which has been communicated in a prior Liaison Statement.

2 Proposed Solutions for Namespace Binding Issue

OMA PAG proposes that Exclusive XML Canonicalization (as defined in http://www.w3.org/TR/xml-exc-c14n/) be adopted in XCAP for XML fragment exchanges between XCAP client and server.  This would remove the requirement on XCAP Client to have knowledge of the full document or namespace bindings before making transactions.  Hence, XCAP transactions can be accomplished in one XCAP request.
3 Requested Action(s)

· OMA PAG WG kindly requests IETF (SIMPLE) to consider the proposed solution in a timely manner.  

· In the event of IETF not adopting the proposed solution, OMA PAG WG kindly requests IETF (SIMPLE) to advise any potential issue of OMA PAG adopting it.
