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1 Reason for Change

To add generic content of Shared User Profile Document also to Requirement Document of XDM 2.0 based on already agreed contribution in Athens (OMA-PAG-2005-0613R02-Shared-Profile-XDM-Specification).

In addition to that this CR adds also two new fields to the User Profile document: hobbies and favourite links (Look  PAG CR 0679-Profile-XDM-fields).

6.1 Document Types

6.1.1 Shared Documents 

1) It SHALL be possible to share the following types of documents such that they can be used by multiple enablers (e.g. PoC, Presence, IM, etc.):

6.1.1.1 URI List

1) A URI List SHALL have the following meta-data, in addition to those properties specified in Section 6.1.1:

a) Display name:  A human readable name.

2) A URI list SHALL contain zero or more URI List members.

3) The following requirements apply to URI List members:

· Every URI List member SHALL be identified by a globally unique identifier (i.e., a URI as defined in RFC 2396).

· A URI List member MAY have a human readable display name.

4) The following requirements apply to URI List management, in addition to those specified in Section 6.1.3:

a) The service provider SHALL be able to set the maximum number of URIs in a URI List.

6.1.1.2 User Profile

Shared User Profile document contains user information that can be used by other users and applications for means of communication i.e search chat partner. Shared Profile document MAY have the following content: 

a)  Real communication address of the user.

b) Alias, representing a unique, human readable alias of the user within operator’s domain.

c) Nickname, a human readable name of the user.

d) Publicity of the Profile.

e) Anonymity representing the visibility of URI address of the user.

a) Real age of the user.

b) Name of the user.

c) Postal address of the user.

d) City of the user.

e) Country of the user;

f) E-mail address of the user.

g) Gender of the user.

h) Intention of the user.

i) Freetext description of the user.

j) Communication abilities of the user.
k) Hobbies of the user.

l) Favourite links of the user.
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
