1 Reason for Contribution

At the Athens F2F meeting was defined an action item 2005-179: “Review IM requirements and check whether everything is implemented in XDM 2.0 RD”.
It resulted in the first version of this document which contained a table with possible new requirements and a first evaluation.(see OMA-PAG-2006-0013)
 
At the OMA-PAG telephone conference 2006-01-24 it was decided that the table should be updated to cover all added/updated requirements caused by IM V1_0 requirements.

At the OMA-PAG telephone conference 2006-02-02 some new items were added to the table as a result of the presentation of OMA-PAG-2006-0039-Analysis-of-IM-related-XDM-requirements (which has the same content as OMA-IM-2005-0720) 

Requirements that in the first analysis were seen reasonably covered have been removed from the table.

This R01 revision lists all IM requirements that currently are expected to impact the XDM2 RD.
The R02 version is based on the preliminary IM RD available in OMA-IM-2006-0053-RD-updated-draft.
Please note that some of the original requirements have been changed.
The R03 version has an updated list of so far agreed CRs and an added cross reference to assigned action items.
