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1 Reason for Change

The IOP Problem Report 014 presents a problem that when a user switches from one terminal to another, there is no clear stipulation in the Specs to retrieve and present URI lists.  CR0648R02 proposes to have a separate AUID to store all URI lists for presentation.  CR0678R01, on the other hand, introduce a new element <list usage> to define how each list should be used.

PR014 highlights 2 aspects of the current Shared-XDM Specs:

1) There are 2 kinds of URI lists stored in Shared XDMS;

2) There are varieties of ways to store these URI lists.

This CR proposes to tighten the requirement such that URI lists for presentation be stored in one document, called “index”.  This would have minimum impact on the current Specs while resolving the interop problem.

5.1.8 Naming conventions

The naming conventions for a URI List SHALL conform to those described in [XCAP_List] Section 3.4.6.

The XDMC SHALL use a single file for all URI lists meant for the user to launch communications.  The filename for such a file SHALL be “index”.  Such a <resource-lists> document contains <list> entries with name attributes, each of which identifies one of the user's shared URI Lists.   The "name" attribute of each <list> element SHALL be present and SHALL be unique amongst all <list> elements within the same parent element.
The XDMC MAY use a single file for all shared URI Lists for a particular user. 
If a single file is used, the filename SHALL be "index". 
NOTE: The XCAP client is not constrained to using this approach, and may choose to place shared URI lists in one or more documents. The Directory application usage is needed for restoring/recreating all the user's documents across all applications.
