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1 Reason for Change

The <service-id> element in the service-description element shall contain a unique value per service. 
This CR introduces a naming convention for this value making it possible for OMA- specified services and vendor/other organisation specified services to coexist without forcing the vendor/other organisation to register the value at OMNA.
 
The first user of this service id is PoC1. 
In the PoC-CP specification
http://www.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/Public_documents/poc/Permanent_documents/OMA-TS-PoC-ControlPlane-V1_0-20060127-C.zip two values are defined “org.openmobilealliance:PoC-session” and “org.openmobilealliance:PoC-alert”. 
This CR proposes that this principle is used for all service-id strings i.e. a service-id string shall always start with a reversed domain name followed by a semicolon. 
This CR also proposed that vendors and other organisations that want to define their own service id can do that as long as they use a domain that they own and starts the service id string with the reversed domain name of that domain.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Section 10.5.1.1
The <service-description> element is an extension to PIDF that is used to describe specific services. The <service-description> element SHALL be used as a child element of the <tuple> element as defined in [PIDF].

The <service-description> element SHALL contain the following child elements:

· <service-id> element: Uniquely identifies the service. This element is mandatory and it SHALL contain a string value. Service-ids exist in one of two namespaces.
 The first namespace is the  OMA defined namespace where a unique value SHALL be prefixed with “org.openmobilealliance” followed by a semicolon. Services utilizing this element in the OMA namespace SHALL register a unique value with OMNA . An example of such a service-id is “org.openmobilealliance:PoC-session”.

The second namespace is the vendor/other organisation namespace. Each value in the vendor/other organisation  namespace SHALL be prefixed with the reverse domain name of the vendor/organisation creating the service-id followed by a semicolon. As an example the owner of the domain “example.com” can create a service-id  “com.example:myservice”.
