	The current presence specification is not clear when it comes to which 
URI that should be expected by the presence watcher as the pres URI 
contained in the entity attribute to the presence tag in the received 
presence document (<presence entity="">). 

Should it be the same URI as the one in the "From:" NOTIFY header 
field? 

If is doesn't need to be the same, which URI should it be? And how 
should it be used by the watcher? 

One problem is if this case is allowed: 

Subscribe ceo@microsoft.com returns: 
<presence entity="bill.gates@microsoft.com">.. 

Subscribe boss@microsoft.com returns: 
<presence entity="bill.gates@microsoft.com">.. 

Then the watcher needs to match presence information to the pres URI 
and not the subscribe URI, and what should then the watcher do when 
receiving NOTIFY with no body? 

Also the URIs stored in the resource documents are the subscribe URIs 
and not the pres URIs in this case, this would make the application 
behaviour harder, should boss@microsoft.com and ceo@microsoft.com be 
treated as two different people, eventhough we know by looking at the 
presence information it is the same presentity? 

There is a need for the specification to have a single reference for a 
presentity to avoid these problems.

PR PRS-018 was discussed in OMA-PAG meeting in Osaka 2006-06-08 and the PR was answered with the following explanation.
Proposed answer:
“There is no general support for an “alias” in the current version of the Presence SIMPLE enabler so the problem described should not be encountered. 
However in the case a presentity is identified by both a pres URI and a SIP URI please refer to the clarifications introduced with OMA-PAG-2006-0380R02”
