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1 Reason for Change
This contribution provides solution partly for IM XDM review comments (A043, A044, A045).

1) Change of default namespace & MIME type to imhistory from conv-hist
2) Change of “db-ref” attribute to “history-reference” as defined in XML Schema 

3) Change of <conv> element to <history>” as defined in XML Schema

4) Data semantics of “db-ref” attribute has been replaced by text of “id” attribute.

5) Additions to data semantics parts so that it is aligned with XML Schema and what is currently defined in data semantic part of deferred messages e.g. txt for “date” attribute.
6) Delete unnecessary editor’s note as IM TS uses message identities as defined in IM XDM spec:

“SHALL include a list of message identities as defined in [draft-URI-list]. 

· The URI-list SHALL contain a list of message id’s representing each stored history item (list of history reference(s) according to the definition in [History XDMS] that identifies the stored history that the user wants to retrieve”

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Some changes to Conversation History chapter 5.1.4 – 5.1.8
5.1.4 Default Namespace
The default namespace SHALL be "urn:oma:xml:imhistory-list" defined in [OMA IM XDM Schema].
5.1.5 MIME Type

The MIME type for the conversation history information SHALL be “application/imhistory+xml”.

5.1.6 Validation constraints

The conversation history XML document SHALL conform to the XML Schema described in [OMA IM XDM Schema]  with the clarifications given in this sub‑clause.

The “uri” attribute of the <conv-hist-set> element SHALL contain a syntactically valid User Address, e.g., SIP URI or a TEL URI of the User. If the value does not conform to the syntax of a URI, the IM XDMS SHALL return an HTTP “409 Conflict” response including the XCAP error element <constraint-failure>. If included, the “phrase” attribute SHOULD be set to “URI syntax error”.

The value of the “history-reference” attribute in the <history> element:

· SHALL be in the format of a URI;

· SHALL be unique amongst conversation history metadata inside the User’s conversation history XML document;

· SHALL conform to the syntax specified in [OMA-IM-TS] for conversation history database reference.

If this “history-reference” attribute value does not conform to any local policy or the constraints described above, the IM XDMS SHALL respond with an HTTP “409 Conflict” response as described in [XCAP] including the XCAP error element <constraint-failure>. If included, the “phrase” attribute SHOULD be set to “Duplicate entry” or “URI syntax error” depending on the case.

5.1.7 Data Semantics

Each <history> element contains descriptive information about one conversation stored at the Storage. The IM Server creates the <history> element, and all the values of XML elements and attributes are initially set by the IM Server. 

The mandatory “id” attribute of the <history> element identifies the stored conversation. The mandatory <history-reference> sub-element of the <history> element refers to the stored conversation. The client can use the URI contained in the <history-reference> for fetching the conversation. The values of the “id” attribute and <history-reference> element are given by the IM Server and SHALL NOT be changed by the User.
The “date” attribute of the <history> element defines the date when the conversation began. The value of the “date” attribute SHOULD NOT be changed by the User and it SHALL NOT exceed the precision of the day of the month.


The initial value of the <subject> element corresponds either to the value of the <subject> element in the Group definition stored at the Shared Group XDMS or to other topic or description given by other means to the conversation depending on the conversation case and the IM Server local policy. The value of the <subject> element can be changed by the User.

The value of the <expiry> element is used to indicate the storage time limit for the Conversation History. The User MAY set or change the value of the <expiry> element to a preferred value indicating to the IM Server when the Conversation History is not needed any more and MAY be deleted. The IM Server MAY set a default value when adding the <history> element.

Note: there are also other means to remove a Conversation History. E.g., the User may use the HTTP DELETE operation defined in [XCAP] for removal. Also, there may be local policies at the IM Server for removing information.

The value of the <size> element is set by the IM Server to the size of the stored conversation measured in kBytes. The value SHOULD NOT change by the User
5.1.8 Naming conventions

There SHALL be only one Conversation History document per XUI in the Conversation History application usage. Therefore, the XDMS SHALL assign the Conversation History document the name “history-list”. 

To retrieve the Conversation History document the XDMC SHALL always use this name.
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
