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1 Reason for Contribution

As shown in input contribution OMA-PAG-2006-0610-INP_OMA_XDM2_Schedule_and_Action_Plan, XDM2 has already very challenging schedule to support its main drivers OMA IM 1.0 and OMA PoC 2.0 with their current schedule. 
This contribution proposes to postpone all generic and pure XDM extension, which is not required by OMA IM 1.0 nor PoC 2.0, for future release, so XDM 2.0 can support its main drivers with their schedules.

What new functionalities is required by IM & PoC2 are following:


- IM XDM (IM History, Deferred message, IM UAP)


- POC2 XDM (some extensions to UAP)


- Shared Group XDM (previously known as PoC1 XDM + IM + PoC 2 extensions to PoC1) [IM/POC2]


- Shared Profile XDM (For IM and XDM Search)


- XDM Core



- XDM Search



- XDM/XCAP NNI (so user can communicate with users of other operators) [IM/POC2]


- Access to other user’s document (called as delegation) 

--> can simplify as read/write/search

- Server writes to user’s document [IM/ (possibly PoC 2.1]
- Read rights for other users profiles / groups [IM/POC2]
- Search of other users profiles / groups [IM/POC2.1] 


Generic XDM 2 enhancements that can be postponed to the next release of XDM:


New or postponed XDM1 operations:

- Suspend



- Resume



- Copy



- Delegation (all operations are not needed by IM and PoC2)



- Delegation of delegation



- Forward


Other Generic Items:



- XDM History function

2 Summary of Contribution

Concentrate only to XDM 2 items that are needed by main market drivers of XDM2 which are IM 1.0 and PoC 2.0 and postpone other items to the next release of XDM (2.1 or 3.0) otherwise PAG WG will jeopardize their already promised support for IM 1.0 and PoC 2.0 and time to market entry.
3 Detailed Proposal

Postpone following features from the content of XDM 2 to the future release:


1) Delegation of delegation


2) All other items from so called XDM access.xml (“advanced delegation) than retrieve modify and search
             which are required by both IM 1.0 and PoC 2.0.
