3.2    Definitions

	Access Control Policy
	A set of lists (e.g., access control lists, such as, accept/reject lists) and associated rules on how they apply to incoming requests.

	Access Permissions
	A set of rules that defines which Principals have rights to perform which XDM functions on a specific document

	Client
	A device, user agent, or other entity that acts as the receiver of a service. (Source: [OMA-DICT])

	Group
	A Group is a predefined set of Users together with its policies and attributes. A Group is identified by a SIP URI.

	Group Usage List
	List of group communication addresses and their usages

	Primary Principal
	The Primary Principal is the user associated with the XCAP User Identity, which defines where the document resides.

	Principal
	An entity that has an identity, that is capable of providing consent and other data, and to which authenticated actions are done on its behalf. Examples of principals include an individual user, a group of individuals, a corporation, service enablers/applications, system entities and other legal entities (Source: [OMA-DICT])

	Service Provider
	A legal or administrative entity that provides a service to its clients or customers. Typically it is (but is not restricted to) a network operator

	Shared Group
	A Group which can be used by multiple enablers

	Shared URI List
	A URI List that can be used by multiple enablers

	Shared User Profile
	A set of data that contains personal information of interest e.g. when finding new chat contacts

	Subscription Authorisation Policy
	An example of access control policy for Presence, which specifies whether a particular watcher (i.e. principal) is authorised to subscribe to a certain set of events.

	URI List
	A collection of URIs put together for convenience.  

	User
	An entity which uses services. Example: a person using a device as a portable telephone. (Source: [OMA-DICT])
