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1 Reason for Change
Group document and Group advertisement don’t currently have definition which services are supported in this group. 
There is a definition of allowed-media, but from that UE cannot know which application it should use for this group as there might be same media in different applications.

To solve this problem this contribution proposes to add <service> element to the group document. The value of <service> element is feature tags of support services.

And for having same information transferred to client as well in a GA, there should be also used feature tags in group advertisement message. And for guarantee backward compatibility this should be done in a way that PoC 1.0 has done it as if there isn’t Accept-Contact header in GA then PoC 1.0 level client will ignore whole message.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

5.1.1 Structure

The Group document SHALL conform to the structure of the “group” document described in this sub‑clause. The schema definition is provided in section 5.1.3.

The <list-service> element 

1. SHALL include a “uri” attribute representing the Group Identity;

2. MAY include any other attributes from any other namespaces for the purpose of extensibility;

3. MAY include a <display-name> element containing a human readable name of the Group;

4. MAY include a <list> element containing the Group Members;

5. MAY include an <invite-members> element indicating whether the Group Members will be invited;

6. MAY include a <max-participant-count> element;

7. MAY include a <ruleset> element representing the authorization policy associated with this Group;

8. MAY include a <subject> element containing a topic or description of the Group;

9. MAY include one or more <age-restrictions> elements indicating the allowed age or age-range(s) of a Participant;

10. MAY include a <schedule> element representing the timing and duration of a Group Session;

11. MAY include an <automatic-group-advertisement> element indicating automatic sending of an Extended Group Advertisement message to members of the Group;
12. MAY include a <supported-services> element containing supported services of the Group; 
13. MAY include any other elements from any other namespaces for the purposes of extensibility.

Each <list> element SHALL be composed of a sequence of zero or more elements, each of which is

a) an <entry> element containing an attribute "uri" that conforms with SIP URI (as defined in [RFC3261]) or a TEL URI (as defined in [RFC3966]) identifying a single user, and an optional child element <display-name> associated with each element <entry>, containing a human readable name of each Group Member, as defined in [XCAP_List]; or

b) an <external> element pointing to a URI List in the Shared List XDMS as defined in [LIST_XDM]. 

The structure of the <ruleset> element SHALL conform to [COMMONPOL]. Each <ruleset> element is composed of a sequence of zero or more <rule> elements.

The <conditions> child element of any <rule> element MAY include the following child elements:

a) the <identity> element as described in  [COMMONPOL], except the sub-elements that are prohibited in [XDMSPEC];

b) the <external-list> element as defined in [XDMSPEC];

c) the <other-identity> element as defined in [XDMSPEC];
d) the <is-list-member> element.

Other types of <conditions> child elements described in [COMMONPOL] are not defined by this specification. This means that, if present, the Application Server performing the Group Session Controlling Function ignores such elements.

The <actions> child element of any <rule> element MAY include the following child elements:

a) the <allow-conference-state> element;

b) the <allow-invite-users-dynamically> element;

c) the <join-handling> element;

d) the <allow-initiate-conference> element;

e) the <allow-anonymity> element;

f) the <is-key-participant> element;

g) the <allow-subconf> element;

h) the <allow-private-message> element;

i) the <allow-media> element;
j) any other enabler specific <actions> child element defined by the enabler. (See the Appendix D for details).
The <schedule> element 

a) SHALL include at least one of the following elements: 

1. the <start-time> element indicating the starting time of the Group Session;

2. the <end-time> element indicating the ending time of the Group Session;

b) MAY include any other elements from any other namespaces for the purposes of extensibility.

Using the same element multiple times inside the same <schedule> element denotes a logical AND operation between those elements.

The <age-restrictions> element SHALL include zero or more <age> elements. 

Each <age> element MAY contain the combination of the ”from” and ”until” attributes to specify an age or age interval.
The <supported-services> element  SHALL be used to indicate which services is allowed to use and/or must support in the group communication. 
The <supported-services> element 

a) SHALL include at least one of the following elements  per supported service: 

1. the <ICSI> element indicating the IMS Communication Service Identifier;

2. the <IARI> element indicating the IMS Application Reference Identifier;

b) MAY include any other elements from any other namespaces for the purposes of extensibility.
7. Generating Extended Group Advertisement 

The Shared Group XDMS MAY send Extended Group Advertisement message according to procedures defined in this section to: 
A) all members of group when group is created or its properties are modified by using Group Identity of a Group as a request-URI
B) new members of the group when they are added to the group by using a User Identity of a User as a request-URI.

Upon a indication in the Group Document to send a Extended Group Advertisement automatically, the Shared Group XDMS:

1) SHALL generate a SIP MESSAGE request according to rules and procedures of [RFC3428];
2) SHALL include an Accept-Contact header 

a. with the PoC feature tag '+g.poc.groupad' if the Group’s <supported-service> element indicates support for the PoC service [OMA-POC_CP].
b. with the IM feature tag '+g.oma-sip-im' if the Group’s <supported-service> element indicates support for the IM service[OMA-IM-TS].
3) SHALL include Group specific content in the form of MIME vnd.poc.group-advertisement+xml body. 
4) SHALL set the Request-URI according to a User Identity of a User, or to a Group Identity identifying a Group;
5) SHALL include the User Identity of the Group User in the Authenticated Originator's User Identity;
6) SHALL include the User-Agent header to indicate the release version as specified in subclause E.4.1 “Release version in User-agent and Server headers” [OMA-POC-CP]; and,
7) SHALL send the SIP MESSAGE according to the procedures of the SIP/IP Core.
NOTE: Privacy cannot be applied with Extended Group Advertisement. If anonymity is required by the sending User, the Extended Group Advertisement should not be sent. 

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the XDM Client SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms according to rules and procedures of [TS24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause.
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
