5.3.3 External Reference Points Providing Services to XML Document Management

5.3.3.1 Reference Point DM-1: DM Client – DM Server

The DM-1 reference point is described in [OMA-DM]. The XDM enabler defines the XDM configuration object(s).
5.3.3.2 Reference Point CH-1/CH-2: Charging Enabler – Charging Enabler Users
The CH-1/CH-2 reference point is described in [OMA-Charging].
The functional entities of Aggregation Proxy, Search Proxy, Shared XDMS (i.e., Shared Profile XDMS, Shared Group XDMS and Shared List XDMS) act as Charging Enabler users [OMA-Charging].  Figure 2 shows the reference points between these entities and the charging enabler. Two reference points are currently supported by the Charging Enabler, CH-1 for offline charging and CH-2 for on line charging. These are described in [OMA-Charging].
