6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.2.3
Searching for XML Documents
An XDMS MAY support searching for data stored on the XDMS using “org.openmobilealliance.search” Application Usage. When the search feature is supported, the Search requests are routed from the Search Proxy to the XDMS based on the AUID included in the Search request.

Upon receiving the Search request, the XDMS SHALL validate the XQuery expression included in the Search request against the XQuery restrictions as defined by the corresponding Application Usage of the XDMS and also against possible operator’s local policy if defined.

When the XQuery expression fits to the defined restrictions and operator’s local policy, the XDMS SHALL execute the query over all XML documents stored in the User’s Tree of the corresponding Application Usage in the XDMS. Based on the results of the query, the response SHALL be generated.
When the XQuery expression does not fit to the defined restrictions, the XDMS SHALL respond the Search request with 409 Error response with <constraint-failure> error condition [XCAP]. If included, the “phrase” attribute SHOULD be set to “Search Request not allowed” in the error response in the case that corresponding Application Usage or operator’s local policy does not allow a search according to the XQuery expression included in the Search request. If included, the “phrase” attribute SHALL be set to “Search Result not allowed” in the error response in the case that Appropriate XDMS or operator’s local policy does not allow search result of the type requested in the XQuery expression.
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
