The naming conventions of the Search Application Usage extend the URI construction defined in [XCAP]. The HTTP URI for the Search Application Usage SHALL be constructed as http://[XCAP Root URI]/[search AUID].  
This Search Application Usage does not define any document or subdirectory (including “users” or “global” folders defined in [XCAP]).
For simplified routing purpose, the HTTP URI of the Search request MAY also include the optional query information with parameter “target” and whose value is equal to the parameter of the collection input function of the XQuery request in the Search request body that identifies the documents to be searched. When using the “target” parameter, the HTTP URI for the Search Application Usage SHALL be constructed as http://[XCAP Root URI]/[search AUID]?target=”[value of collection input function]”.
