	UEs are supposed to send HTTP requests to the aggregation proxy and 
application servers (such as the PoC Server) are supposed to send HTTP 
requests directly to the XDM servers. For SIP SUBSCRIBEs both UEs and 
ASes use IMS. 

Problems may occur when absolute URIs are used to reference documents 
stored on XDM Servers. These references contain the IP address (or 
hostname) and port of the aggregation proxy or the XDMS. If a XDMC 
uses the absolute URI unmodified, it may end up sending HTTP requests to  

the wrong server and requests may fail depending on the network 
configuration. 

Absolute URIs SHALL or MAY be used at least in: 
- external elements, 
- external-list elements, 
- xcap-directory documents and 
- the xcap-root attribute of the application/xcap-diff+xml document used 
in SIP NOTIFYs 
- the URL pararameter of the message-external/body content type header 
used in SIP NOTIFYs
