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1 Reason for Change

Several XDMSs like Shared Group XDMS mandate subscription to changes functionality by pointing to XDM Core 6.2.2. section. However, this may bring some misunderstanding as long as the first step of the subscription functionality is to send an non-supported functionality error message. This contribution tries to clarify this by mandating to send this error message when the functionality is not supported, and to follow 6.2.2.1 section when the functionality is supported.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.2.2   Subscriptions to changes in the XML documents

The XDMS MAY support subscription to changes in XML documents as described in this subsection. If subscription to changes is not supported the XDMS SHALL return the SIP “489 Bad Event” error response upon reception of a SIP SUBSCRIBE request for the “ua-profile” event defined in [SIP_UA_PROF].
6.2.2.1   Initial subscription

Upon receiving a SIP SUBSCRIBE request for the “ua-profile” event defined in [SIP_UA_Prof] the XDMS performs the following steps:

1. SHALL use the Request-URI 

a. as an XUI identifying the Primary Principal in case the “document” Event header parameter is defining a document in the “users” tree or is not set;

b. as a service instance SIP URI (e.g. Shared Group) in case the “document” Event header parameter is defining a document in the “global” tree;

2. SHALL perform the necessary authorization checks on the originator. When the SIP/IP Core corresponds to 3GPP IMS or 3GPP2 MMD the XDMS SHALL use the "P-Asserted-Identity" as defined in [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013-004-A] to ensure that this particular XDMC is authorized to track the document changes. If the authorization check fails, the XDMS SHALL return the SIP "403 Forbidden" error response.

a. By default, the initial creator of the document in the "users" tree is the Primary Principal of that document and SHALL be authorized to subscribe to the “ua-profile” event package as described in Section 6.4.2.

Other Principals (e.g. XDMCs residing in the UE and Application Servers) identified by their "P-Asserted-Identity" headers MAY be authorised to subscribe in the document in the “global” tree based on the Service Provider policy defined in each XDMS.

b. This policy is defined in the application-specific XDM TSs.

3. SHALL create a subscription to changes of XML data identified by Event header parameters as described in [SIP_UA_Prof];

4. SHALL send a SIP “200 OK” in accordance with [RFC3265], [SIP_UA_Prof], and the procedures of the SIP/IP Core.

5. SHALL generate and send an initial SIP NOTIFY request as specified in sub-clause 6.2.2.2 “Generating a SIP NOTIFY request”.

When a change in the subscribed document occurs, the XDMS SHOULD generate and send a SIP NOTIFY request as specified in sub-clause 6.2.2.2 “Generating a SIP NOTIFY request”.

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP IMS or 3GPP2 MMD, the XDMS SHALL use 3GPP IMS or 3GPP2 MMD requirements respectively, mechanisms and procedures as defined in [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013-004-A] with the clarifications given in this sub-clause.
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
