This CR addresses the following issue:
· Search is defined per AUID that the XDMS supports. It is not possible today to indicate to a XDM client which an AUID that is searchable. This CR provides a method using the xcap-caps AUID to indicate the search support. OMA-PAG WG has defined that search is an extension to XCAP. As an xcap-caps documents can carry information about extensions to XCAP it is proposed that search capabilities is indicated by including an <extension> element with the string value “org.openmobilealliance.search”.

R01 The AUID value and what collection parameters supported are added to the <extension> element in order to have the possibility per AUID to indicate search support.

Change 1:  Update Section 6.7.1
6.7.1     XCAP Server Capabilities
The XCAP Server Capabilities Application Usage allows an XDMC to determine what extensions, Application Usages, or namespaces an XDMS supports before making a request.
The XDMS SHALL support the XCAP Server Capabilities Application Usage, as defined in [XCAP] “XCAP Server Capabilities”. An XDMS supporting search SHALL indicate that by including an <extension> element as defined in [XCAP] “XCAP Server Capabilities”. The element SHALL contain a string that consists of a substring “org.openmobilealliance.search”, a whitespace character and a list of substrings representing supported collection parameters (see section 6.7.3.6). Two entries in such list SHALL be separated with a whitespace character. An entry in this list SHALL consist of a substring containing the AUID value plus one of the following substrings “/users/”, “/users/xui/” and “/users/xui/document/”. The substring “/users/ SHALL be used to indicate that search in all documents in the Users Tree is supported for the AUID.  The substring “users/xui/” SHALL be used to indicate that search in all document for a particular user is supported for the AUID. The substring “users/xui/document/” SHALL be used to indicate that search in particular document for a particular user is supported for the AUID. For example,
<extension>org.openmobilealliance.search org.openmobilealliance.user-profile/users/</extension> indicate that Shared Profile XDMS supports search in all documents in the Users Tree for the User Profile Application Usage;
<extension>org.openmobilealliance.search org.openmobilealliance.groups/users/ org.openmobilealliance.groups/users/xui/ org.openmobilealliance.groups/users/xui/document/</extension> indicated that Shared Group XDMS supports all three types of search for the Group Application Usage.
The XDMC MAY support the XCAP Server Capabilities Application Usage.
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
