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1 Reason for Contribution

 In the latest AD template (OMA-Template-ArchDoc-20070504-I.doc), the interface specification becomes the single mandatory representation of architecture diagrams. Since previously the AD template gave a choice between using interfaces or reference points, there are already approved OMA PAG developed enabler ADs that are only specifying reference points, which was the preferred alternative for the Presence-SIMPLE (PRS) and XDM enablers.
XDM impact

The AD XDM version 1.1 builds upon the existing XDM version 1.0 specification and its reference points. 
XDM version 2.0 uses reference points as well.

To rewrite existing OMA XDM ADs to specify interfaces and show mapping to the already previously specified and approved reference points is not a good use of scarce resources.  Therefore to maintain consistency between these and coming XDM2.1 version the option to use reference points is necessary.
Our conclusion is that this AD Template restriction is not appropriate for the XDM enabler and that the flexibility in specifying either interfaces or reference points in the OMA AD template adaptation for XDM is required.
PRS impact

The new AD Presence version 1.1 builds upon the existing Presence version 1.0 specifications and its reference points. Also AD Presence version 2.0 (under formal AD review) uses currently reference points. To rewrite these Presence ADs to specify interfaces will induce inconsistency between the three Presence AD versions. 
The Presence further reuses existing OMA XDM, and OMA DM and their already specified with reference points. To re-write the OMA Presence AD:s to specify interfaces will result in inefficiently spent effort and time on mapping Presence interfaces to the reference points that are defined by the enablers that Presence reuses
Our conclusion is also that this restriction is neither appropriate for the PRS enabler and that the flexibility in specifying either interfaces or reference points in the OMA AD template for PRS is required.

2 Summary of Contribution

The current AD template needs to be modified to allow the PAG developed PRS and XDM enablers to continue to use reference points.
3 Detailed Proposal

Scope of change

An AD Template adaptation is necessary to allow the flexibility to specify either interfaces or reference points as considered appropriate by OMA PAG WG for existing enablers: Presence and XDM. 

Impacted subclauses

Consequence if not accepted

Inconsistency between various already approved OMA-PAG ADs and new upcoming OMA-PAG ADs.

Major stalled progress caused by adopting to specify interfaces and update accordingly the architectural diagrams and the text.

Major stalled progress caused by interface mapping to reference points of other versions.

5 Recommendation

OMA-PAG recommends the ARC group to change the AD template to allow OMA-PAG to continue the use reference points for PRS and XDM and their possible future releases. 
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
