"If a request is anonymous because it contains a Privacy header field [15], but still contains a P-Asserted-ID header field, the identity in the P-Asserted-ID header field is still used in the authorization computations; the fact that the request was anonymous has no impact on the identity processing."

Proposed Change: Explicitly spell out that anonymous request detection in OMA (and 3GPP) is different as how it is written in pres-rules-08 and Privacy: id makes the request anonymous.

Comment: "Partial notifications" are not mentioned in the chapter. Furthermore, "partial notifications" in an RLS context can be interpreted  in 2 ways: A) Partial presence list notifications (fullState = false) 
B) Partial presence state documents (pidf-diff+xml) within presence list notifications. The main issue here is whether the RLS function also needs to generate partial presence notifications when a presence/RLS server that handles a back-end presence subscription doesn't support partial presence notifications (i.e. notifies only full state presence documents). In that case, the RLS additionally must be able to build partial presence state documents from received full state presence documents. The specification should include a statement whether this additional function is mandatory to be supported by the RLS.

Proposed Change: Specify that RLS shall (or may) use partial notifications for the watcher notifications (if preference is indicated by the watcher) when full state notifications are received on the back-end subscriptions.
