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1 Reason for Change
This contribution proposes some changes in Section 5.1 (about URI Lists) of the XDM Implementation Guidelines document. First of all, it proposes changes in the existing text to avoid duplications with the TS and bring consistency. 
It also proposes a new subsection 5.1.2 about referencing URI Lists. This section relates URI lists from different lists used in Presence. It also proposes to use URI lists from Presence-related lists to avoid complications in device migration.

5 Shared URI Lists

5 Names of lists
The [XDM SHARED] specification, section 5.1.8 “Naming Conventions” defines a few values of the “name” attribute for URI Lists.

It is expected that client implementations use the lists with the defined “name” attribute. In addition, a new type of list is defined identified with the “name” attribute value “oma_grantedcontacts”. The use of the defined values of the “name” attribute in URI Lists is further described in section 5.8 “Usage of different types of URI Lists”.
The “oma_grantedcontacts” list is expected to be used by an XDMC to store all user URIs it wants to grant access to any type of data or application. For example, a user that is on this list is allowed to see all Presence Information and/or allowed to initiate PoC sessions to the owner of the list.

Editor’s Note: It is unclear if an informative document like this can define a new OMA defined “ name” attribute or if it has to be done in a normative document. This issue needs to be addressed to find out if the “oma_grantedcontacts” defining text belongs to this document or not.
In addition to these pre-defined values, a client implementation can also use any other values for the “name” attribute. In that case, a client is expected to follow the guidelines provided in section 5.8 “Usage of different types of URI Lists” below in this regard. These list elements with a client-defined value of the “name” attribute can be used in different situations. When the lists are referenced from an XDM document the usage of the list is determined. 

The URI Lists stored in the Shared XDMS can be referenced from more than one XDM document (e.g. a list includes the members of a soccer team and is referenced from a PoC group document. The usage of the list is then a PoC group member list. At the same time, the list can be referenced both from a PoC rules document that enables all users in the list to use the automatic answer mode feature of the PoC service and from an “oma_buddylist” list that includes the users in the list as presence enabled users).
5 References to URI Lists from Presence-related XDM Documents
Lists are used for different purposes in Presence. Different possible lists that can be used in Presence are outlined below:

· Presence List. The list of users whose Presence Information is requested [PRS RLS XDM]. Presence List is defined within an RLS-services document and the Watcher can maintain multiple Presence Lists (identified by the value of the “uri” attribute of the corresponding <service> element) in a single RLS-services document.
· Grant List. The list of users allowed to subscribe for Presence Information. The users are listed in Presence Authorization Rules document [PRS XDM] under the <conditions> element, whose corresponding <sub-handling> element has the value “allow”.  

· (Polite) Block List. The list of users blocked from subscribing for Presence Information. The users are listed in Presence Authorization Rules document [PRS XDM] under the <conditions> element, whose corresponding <sub-handling> element has either the value “block” or “polite-block”.

It is expected that a Presence List uses the <resource-list> element to refer to a URI List stored in the Shared XDMS, as described in section 5.8.1 “The relation between URI List and the lists used in different enabler services”. Moreover, though it is allowed by the specification, it is expected that a Presence List does not directly include the <list> element. This recommendation is proposed in order to have uniformity among different client implementations so that smooth device migration is possible.
It is also expected that a Grant List and a (Polite) Block List use the <external-list> element (as child element of <conditions> element of Presence Authorization Rules document) to refer to the URI List stored in the Shared XDMS.  Moreover, though it is allowed by the specification, it is expected that a Grant List and a (Polite) Block List do not directly include the <identity> element as a child element of the <conditions> element of the Presence Authorization Rules document. This recommendation is proposed in order to have uniformity among different client implementations so that smooth device migration is possible. The following exception is allowed to improve performance: if a Grant List involves only one user URI, it can include the URI directly within the Presence Authorization Rules document as a <one> element of the <identity> element.
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
