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1 Reason for Contribution

Purpose for this contribution is show PAG WG that there are some forthcoming CAB (Converged Address Book) requirements that might require new functionalities to current XDM and Presence Enablers by analyzing CAB related requirements from approved CPM Requirement Document.

Contribution tries to provide gap analysis between current releases of PAG Enablers and required functionalities of CAB Enabler.

Explanations for used colour codes are following:

2) Red colour indicates that requirement is not fulfilled and it can be done in xxx Enabler.

3) Yellow colour indicates that maybe requirement is already fulfilled with xxx Enabler.

4) Comments are marked with blue colour.

Comment: Shared URI List document includes already contacts of the User  e.g. oma_allcontacts, oma_buddylist, oma_pocbuddylist and oma_blockedcontacts. Currently it’s possible to store only URI and display_name of the contact to the Shared List XDM. This can be extended in XDM 2.1 with more contact book alike information requested by CPM Enabler. 

Shared User Profile already contains almost all information elements that are requested by CPM Enabler.

Only possible problem of above information elements might be data elements like photo and video as XDM documents are in XML format. But data can be inserted into XML document or create links for actual content that is stored somewhere else and UE fetches these automatically when data of the contact is requested.

	The CAB SHALL be able to combine information coming from the personal profile published by the CPM User's contacts with the information that the CPM User customizes about these contacts.
Comment: Contacts or Shared List XDMS needs to fetch and combine information from Shared User Profile. Access Rights are needed to get only information that User is authorized to see. So delegation / extended access rights are needed.

Comment: Synchronization among several devices / addresses. Mechanism to use one document parallel with multiple IDs (XUIs) is needed.
