5.1.1 Structure

The Content document SHALL conform to the schema definition provided in section 5.1.4 “XML Schema”.
The <content> root element:

· MAY include any other attribute for the purposes of extensibility

· SHALL include <mime-type> element containing the mime-type of the data included in the file;

· SHALL include <encoding> element containing the method used to decode the data included in the file;

· MAY include <description> element containing free text describing the data content of the file;

· SHALL include <data> element containing Content;
· MAY include any other elements from any other namespaces for the purposes of extensibility.
The Content XDMS TS includes placeholder for chapter 5.1.6 Validation Constraints

This contribution proposes following text:

5.1.6 Validation Constraints

The Content document SHALL conform to the XML schema described in section 5.1.4 “XML Schema”, with the clarifications given in this section.
The value of the <mime-type> element SHALL be one of:

· image/gif

· image/jpeg

· image/png

If not, the XDMS SHALL return an HTTP “409 Conflict” response as described in [RFC4825], including the <constraint-failure> error element. If included, the “phrase” attribute SHOULD be set to “Unsupported mime type”.
The value of the <encoding> element SHALL be “base64”. If not, the XDMS SHALL return an HTTP “409 Conflict” response as described in [RFC4825], including the <constraint-failure> error element. If included, the “phrase” attribute SHOULD be set to “Unsupported encoding”.
The Content XDMS TS includes placeholder for chapter 5.1.7 Data Semantics

This contribution proposes following text:

5.1.7 Data Semantics

The value of the <data> element SHALL be the media file of the mime-type listed in <mime-type> element encoded using the method listed in <encoding> element.
