This contribution proposes new subsection of the section 5.8 Presence Authorization Rules – 5.8.3 Usage of tel URIs

It is recommended to always use the SIP URI if known, when creating condition. If only tel URI is known, it is recommended to use international tel URI when adding tel URI into the condition. The reason for that is that P-Asserted-Identity always includes the international tel URI so if the rule includes non-international, there will no match.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  New subchapter 5.8.3

5.8.3 Usage of tel URIs

The guidelines about tel URIs defined in [XDM_IG] “Usage of tel URIs” are also applicable for Presence Authorization Rules documents in OMA Presence SIMPLE 1.1.

When creating a rule, it is RECOMMENDED to use SIP URI in the condition if known to the XDMC creating the rule.

If only tel URI is known to the XDMC creating the rule, it is RECOMMENDED that an XDMC uses in the condition the international format of a tel URI. 

The reasons for the recommendation include:

· improved accuracy of tel URI equivalence testing as defined in [RFC3966] section 4 and [RFC3986] section 6.2.2, while minimizing computational costs; and
· improved cross-domain interoperability.
