	Application Unique ID
	An identifier that uniquely identifies an XCAP Application Usage, which helps differentiating XCAP Resources accessed by one application from XCAP Resources accessed by another. (Source: [XDM_Core])

	Group Usage List
	A list of group names or Service URIs that are known by an XDMC. (Source: [XDM_SHARED])

	Presence Information
	Dynamic set of information pertaining to a Presentity that may include Presence Information Elements such as the status, reachability, willingness, and capabilities of that Presentity. (Source: [PRS_SPEC]) 


	Presence Information Element
	A basic unit of Presence Information. (Source: [PRS_SPEC])

	Presence List
	Pre-defined list of Presentities stored in RLS XDMS which enables a Watcher to subscribe to Presence Information of multiple Presentities using a single subscription. (Source: [PRS_SPEC])

	Presence Authorisation Rules
	A set of rules specified by Presentity, which determine the PS’s handling of an incoming Presence Subscription from the Watchers (Subscription Authorization Rule), and the contents of the Presentity’s Presence Information sent to the Watchers (Presence Content Rule). (Source: [PRS_SPEC])

	Presence Subscription
	The information kept by the presence service about a Watcher’s request, to be notified of the current status and its changes in the Presence Information of one or more Presentities. (Source: [PRS_SPEC])

	Presentity
	A logical entity that has Presence Information associated with it. 
(Source: [PRS_SPEC])

	Resource List Server
	A functional entity that accepts and manages subscriptions to Presence Lists, which enables a Watcher application to subscribe to the Presence Information of multiple Presentities using a single subscription transaction. (Source: [PRS_SPEC])

	
	

	URI
	A Uniform Resource Identifier as defined by [RFC3986]. (Source: [XDM_Core])

	URI List
	A list of URIs known by an XDMC, which are put together for convenience (e.g., buddy list). (Source: [XDM_SHARED])

	Watcher
	Any uniquely identifiable entity that requests Presence Information about a Presentity from the presence service. (Source: [PRS_SPEC])

	XCAP Application Usage
	Detailed information on the interaction of an application with an XCAP server. (Source: [XDM_Core])

	XCAP Resource
	An HTTP resource representing an XML document, an element within an XML document, or an attribute of an element within an XML document that follows the naming and validation constraints of XCAP. (Source: [XDM_Core])
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
