Comment: Restricting the single occurrence of <external-list> for wp_prs_allow_onelist_<id> seems resulting in unnecessary dependency to Shared XDMS. 

Consider to relax the restriction to allow multiple occurrences of <external-list>, <list> (without nesting), <one>. The attribute name also need to be revised as such.

Further, consider whether this type of template is needed, otherwise remove wp_prs_allow_onelist_<id>.

Also, consider to remove wp_prs_allow_one_<id>, as this seems adding more semantics without clear value.

With the above, a user can have enough flexibility within a specified boundary made per the previous restrictions by various attribute name use.
