5.5.6.2 Compression of the Body of a NOTIFY Request 
If a received SUBSCRIBE request contains an ‘Accepted-Encoding’ header field with the value ‘gzip’, the PS SHALL, dependent on local policy, compress the NOTIFY request body using the GZIP algorithm [RFC1952] and add a ‘Content-Encoding’ header field with the value ‘gzip’ to the NOTIFY request before sending the NOTIFY request to the SIP/IP Core. 
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
