6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Section 4
4.Introduction
(Informative)

Various OMA Enablers such as Presence SIMPLE, PoC, SIMPLE IM, CPM, CAB etc. need support for access to and manipulation of certain information that is needed by these Enablers. Some examples of such information (whose semantics and syntax are outside the scope of the XDM Enabler) include:

· 
· 
· Presence List: a list of Users who are potential presentities, so that this list can be used to collectively subscribe to the presence status of each member in that list

· Subscription Authorisation Rules: An example of an access control policy for Presence, which specifies whether a particular watcher (i.e., principal) is authorized to subscribe to a certain set of events.

· IM Conversation History Metadata: A record of a User’s IM communication during IM sessions and pager mode messages. The record includes both the messages exchanged as well as supplementary descriptive information (e.g., topics and time of communication).
· IM Deferred Message Metadata:  A record of a User’s pager mode or large message mode message that has been stored by the network if not able to deliver them immediately to the recipient. The record includes both the messages deferred as well as supplementary descriptive information (e.g., size and expiry of the message).
·

The XDM requirements derive to some extent from the Requirement Documents of Presence SIMPLE ([PRS_RD-V1_1] and [PRS_RD-V2_0]), PoC ([PoC_RD-V1_0] and [PoC_RD-V2_0]), SIMPLE IM ([IM_RD]), CPM ([CPM_RD]) and CAB ([CAB_RD]). Please refer to the appropriate documentation for more information.

To make information accessible to the Enablers that need it, the information is expected to be stored in the network where it can be located, accessed and manipulated (created, changed, deleted) by authorized principals.The XDM Enabler defines how such information is represented in XML format and also defines the common protocol for access and manipulation of such information by authorized principals.  

The XDM Enabler specifies documents that can be re-used by multiple enablers. One such case is a particular type of list, the URI List, which is a convenient way for a principal to group together a number of end users (e.g., “Friends” or “Family) or other resources, where such a list is expected to be reused for a number of different enablers. Such a list can be re-used wherever a principal has a need to collectively refer to a group of other end users or resources.  

Other OMA Enablers can define the document structure or define the extensions to the document structure specified in XDM Enabler needed for their information as part of their enabler specification and make use of the protocol defined in the XDM Enabler for access and manipulation of the information.
