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1 Reason for Contribution

PAG WG has reached the end of the drafting period of the Architecture Description for XDM V2.1 and should now go forward to formal AD review. According to Appendix B in OMA-ORG-Architecture_Best_Practices, PAG WG should present the status of the XDM V2.1 AD to ARC WG before the formal review can start. The purpose of this contribution is to present an AD review checklist filled in with responses for XDMV2.1 AD which will then be used in the formal AD review request.
