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In the currently finalized RCS releases (RCS Release 1 and Release 2), a user is provided with the capability to define a “Favorite link” as part of his presence information. In the current RCS Releases 1 technically this relies on a strict endorsement of the “c:homepage” tag defined in RFC 4482 extensions to RPID. This solution has some limitations though: only a URL can be defined without the possibility to add a display label and only a single link can be used.

In RCS Release 3, RCS would like to introduce the possibility for the Presentity to define a free text label to be associated with the link, i.e. allowing that the information displayed at the watcher’s side is more user-friendly than a mere http link. For operators, it should be possible to define some limitation to the size of the free text label. In future RCS releases a requirement to publish more than one link (+ associated free text label) may come up.

As RCS follows a strict policy not to introduce standardization of its own, before introducing these enhancements RCS requires such functionality to be available in the specifications of a standardization organization. As this fits well within the already provided functionality therein, RCS believes that the best way forward is to have this capability defined as part of OMA SIMPLE Presence Data specifications.  

RCS Release 1 and Release 2 specifications mainly rely on OMA SIMPLE Presence 1.1 and the associated data model specifications and for some functional parts also on OMA SIMPLE Presence 2.0. For Release 3 RCS has the intention to continue this support, RCS would therefore appreciate if OMA could include this functionality in an update of one of the used specifications. As RCS Release 3 is scheduled to be complete by the beginning of December 2009, RCS would like specifications with this functionality to be available by that time even if only in draft status.
