This CR introduces changes necessary to accommodate for the newly introduced XDCP subscribe / OMA PUSH notify mechanism for subscription for notifications of XDM Resource changes. It addresses the procedures performed at the XDMC. R01 introduces reference to [RFC4826] and resource lists as well as changes from XDM Document to XDM Resource

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Adding subscription URI
6. XDM Operations using XDCP
An XDMC MAY support XDM operations as described in this subsection.

When performing an XDCP operation, the XDMC SHALL issue an XDCP request by using a HTTP POST request containing an XDCP document as defined in chapter 5.4.2 “XDCP Document”.

The HTTP Request-URI for the XDCP request SHALL be constructed as “http://[XCAP Root URI]/org.openmobilealliance.xdcp/[AUID]/users/[XUI]/[document-name]” if the XDCP request is targeting a document with the XCAP URI “http://[XCAP Root URI]/[AUID]users/[XUI]/[document-name]”. If the XDCP request is targeting Subscription Proxy, the HTTP Request-URI SHALL be constructed as “http://[XCAP Root URI]/org.openmobilealliance.xdcp.sp”.
Change 2:  Adding Subscription to changes operation

6.1.1.3.2 Subscription to changes in XDM Resources
When subscribing to changes in XDM Resources, the XDMC SHALL make an XDCP request containing an XDCP Document as described in section 5.4.2 with the following clarifications:
1. The <request> element SHALL be set to “Subscribe”;
2. The <push-address> element SHALL contain the tel URI to which the notification of changes will be sent;

3. The <duration> element SHALL contain the duration of the subscription in seconds;

4. The <wap-application-id> element SHALL contain the OMNA registered application identifier of the application acting as an XDMC;
5. The <user-interaction-level> element SHALL contain the level of user interaction required for processing notifications.  If the value is set to “none”, the notifications will be processed in the background without user interaction.  If the value is set to “low”, “medium” or “high” the user will be prompted with corresponding degrees of urgency (i.e. low, medium,  or high). The values of this element correspond to the values of the “action” attribute associated with the <indication> element of the “Service Indication” type of the Push Message as specified in [Push_ERELD-V2_2];
6. The <preferred-notification-type> element SHALL specify the preferred contents of the Push notifications. If this element is set to “push”, the notification SHALL contain document changes in the format of “xcap-diff” MIME type as part of its payload. If this element is set to “pull”, the notification SHALL contain as part of its payload the XCAP URI which refers to a document containing the changes in the xcap-diff format. If this element is set to “none”, the notifications SHALL contain as part of its payload the XCAP URI of the changed document;
7. The <target-document> element SHALL contain either a <resource-lists> element as specified in [RFC4826] containing a list of XDM Resources of interest, or the URI of an already existing resource list containing XDM Resources of interest.
Change 3:  Introducing XDCP/Push mechanism
6.6.7 Subscribing to changes in the XDM Resources

An XDMC and an XDM Agent MAY support subscription to changes in XDM Resources as described in this subsection. Two mechanisms for subscription to changes are supported: SIP and XDCP/Push. While SIP subscriptions and notifications apply to both the XDMC and the XDM Agent, XDCP/Push based subscriptions and notifications apply only to the XDMC.
6.1.1.4 Initial SIP Subscription
If the XDMC or the XDM Agent subscribes to changes in XML Resources using SIP, then it SHALL be done by sending a SIP SUBSCRIBE request   according to [RFC3265] and [IETF-XCAP_Diff_Event] with the clarifications given in the sub-clause 6.1.2.1.1 for an XDM Agent and sub-clause 6.1.2.1.2 for an XDMC.

The responses to the SUBSCRIBE request SHALL be handled in accordance with [RFC3265], [IETF-XCAP_Diff_Event], and the procedures of the SIP/IP Core.
Change 4:  Adding XDCP subscription
6.1.1.5 Initial XDCP Subscription
If the XDMC subscribes to changes in XDM Resources using XDCP, then it SHALL be carried out by sending an XDCP request as specified in section 6.1.1.3 with the following clarifications:
1. The XDMC SHALL set the HTTP Request-URI to: “http://[XCAP Root URI]/org.openmobilealliance.xdcp.sp”.
2. The XDMC SHALL provide as the payload of the request the XDCP Document as specified in 6.1.1.3.2.
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
