Change 1:  Modify section 6.1.4 as described below. 
6.1.1 Requesting History Information


6.1.1.1 Modification History Information
An XDMC or an XDM Agent MAY support the handling of Modification History Information Documents as described in section 5.7.1. If supported the XDMC or the XDM Agent SHALL use an XCAP URI of the form [XCAPRootURI]/[AUID]/users/[XUI]/oma_hist/[UserDirectory Document Selector] as described in section 5.7.1.8 to address the Modification History Document related to an XDM Document addressed using an XCAP URI of the form [XCAPRootURI]/[AUID]/users/[XUI]/[User Directory Document Selector] and SHALL use the procedures described in section 6.1.1.
6.1.1.2 Request History Information 
An XDMC or an XDM Agent MAY support the handling of Request History Information Documents as described in section 5.7.2. If supported the XDMC or the XDM Agent SHALL use an XCAP URI of the form [XCAPRootURI]/[AUID]/users/[XUI]/oma_requests/history as described in section 5.7.2.8 to address the Request History Information Document in the User Directory and SHALL use the procedures described in sections 6.1.1 and 6.1.2.
6.1.4.2.1 Reactive authorization using Request History Information
An XDMC or an XDM Agent MAY support to use the Request History Information Document to detect  unauthorized XDM Requests targeting an XDM Document in the User Directory by subscribing for changes as described in section 6.1.2 to the Request History Information Document and prompt the User with information about unauthorized XDM Requests. The User can authorized a requesting unauthorized Principal by requesting the XDMC or the XDM Agent to update the Access Permissions Documents as described in sections 6.1.5 and 5.6 to give the requesting Principal access to the XDM Document. The XDMC or the XDM Agent MAY also delete the <requestor> element corresponding to the requesting Principal in the Request History Information Document to avoid that an XDMC or XDM Agent is notified again for already handled XDM Requests related to this Principal.
If the User does not want to grant access to the requesting Principal and does not want to be prompted for new unauthorized request XDM Requests coming from this Principal, the XDMC or the XDM Agent SHALL update the XDM Preferences Document as described in section 6.1.6 and 5.8 in such away that XDM Requests from the requesting Principal no longer is recorded in the Modification History Information Document.
To activate or deactivate that an XDMS starts to recorded unauthorized request in the Request History Information Document for a particular Application Usage the XDMC or the XDM Agent SHALL update the XDM Preferences Document as described in sections 6.1.6 and 5.8. 
Change 2:  Add new section 6.1.5 Handling of Access Permissions as described below. 

6.1.2 Handling of Access Permissions
An XDMC or an XDM Agent MAY support the handling of Access Permissions Documents as described in section 5.6. If supported, the XDMC or the XDM Agent SHALL use an XCAP URI of the form [XCAPRootURI]/[AUID]/users/[XUI]/oma_ap/access-permissions as described in section 5.6.8 to address the Access Permissions Document in the User Directory and SHALL use the procedures described in sections 6.1.1 and 6.1.2.
Change 3:  Add new section 6.1.6 as described below. 

6.1.3 Handling of XDM Preferences
An XDMC or an XDM Agent MAY support the handling of XDM Preferences Documents as described in section 5.8. If supported, the XDMC or the XDM Agent SHALL use an XCAP URI of the form [XCAPRootURI]/[AUID]/users/[XUI]/oma_xdm_pref/preferences as described in section 5.8.8 to address the XDM Preferences Document in the User Directory and SHALL use the procedures described in sections 6.1.1 and 6.1.2.
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
