R02 Edited after the latest decision in S-CAB to select a one document per contact solution.
R01- edits online during XDM CC Oct 04
This CR adds one new requirement to the XDM 2.2 RD and proposes that 3 exiting requirements marked as “Future Release” are to be solved by XDM 2.2.
The 4 requirements are all in the area of optimization of the Change of Document Notification traffic between an XDMS and an XDMC/XDM Agents that can be useful for any Application Usage (including the S-CAB enabler) to limit the air traffic. 
 All requirements have more or less the same purpose to avoid sending information in the notifications that the XDMC/XDM Agent already has and therefore does not require that it is repeated or to delay the sending of the information until it is needed.
FUNC-SUBCHG-006 contains the requirement that a XDMC/XDM Agent shall be able to switch off notifications but keep the subscription.

FUNC-SUBCHG-007 contains the requirement that an XDMC/XDM Agent shall not need to get information about since previous notification changed documents at a refresh of a subscription. 
FUNC-SUBCHG-008 contains the requirement that an XDMC/XDM Agent shall not need to get  information about all documents again at termination of a subscription.

These three requirements were postponed in XDM 2.1 to a future release in order to fulfil the time schedule for XDM 2.1.

The new requirement FUNC-SUBCHG-0010 contains the requirement that an XDMC/XDM Agent shall be able to reinitiate a subscription and only received information about changed document since the previous subscription.

These requirements have been solved in the PRS 2.0 enabler by the reuse of RFC5839 http://datatracker.ietf.org/doc/rfc5839/ that also is the solution candidate for XDM 2.2.
