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1 Reason for Change

R01: Some bugs/typos are corrected based on off-line feedback.
This CR is a result of the AI 002 “RD use cases for new requirements in CR51”.
This CR adds two Use cases and two requirements to the XDM 2.2 RD.

The purpose of the requirements is optimization of the traffic between an XDMC/XDM Agent and an XDMS.

Use Case 1. Rename an XDM Document.
In S-CAB 1.0 it is proposed that the Application Usage contains may contain multiple documents of the same type. This is also the case for e.g. the XDM Application Usage “Groups”. Every document must a unique name and it is the user/client that needs to assign this name.  The name given to the document when it was only for private use may not be something that a user wants to expose to another user when sharing the document with that user. (E.g. an “ugly_Betty’s_group” XDM Document maybe needs to be rename to a “Betty’s_group” XDM Document if it shall be shared with Betty.). The user/client needs an efficient way of changing the name of the XDM document.
Use Case 2. Move an XDM Document Part.

In S-CAB 1.0 it proposed to have e.g. multiple PCC documents in the S-CAB PCC application usages and that the S-CAB server shall be able to create a composed document by selecting part of e.g. an imported document. It is also proposed that it shall a contact card document shall contain two parts, one unconfirmed part and one confirmed part. In order to move information from the unconfirmed part to the confirmed part a move XDM Document Part operation is needed. A move command may also be useful for other Application Usages.

These requirements are proposed to cover the use cases. 

FUNC-MOD-003 shall make it possible to move an XML Node within a document or from one document to another document with one request. In XDM 2.1 the XDMC needs to perform two requests (one “add” and one “delete”).

FUNC-MOD-004 shall make it possible to rename a document in one request. In XDM 2.1 the XDMC needs to do 3 operations. (Get document, Create document and Delete document).

A.1 Use Case – Rename an XDM Document 
A.1.1 Short Description

This use case describes a scenario where an authorized Principal detects that an XDM Document has a name that the Principal does not want to publish to other users and therefore decides to change the name. 
A.1.1.1 Actors

Joe (the end-user that owns the XDM Document)
XDM user device

XDM network service
Tom (the end-user that Joe wants to share the XDM Document with)
A.1.1.2 Normal Flow

1) Joe wants to share one of his XDM Documents with Tom, but detects that the XDM Document has a name that he thinks can upset Tom.
2) Joe renames the XDM Document to something he thinks will not upset Tom.
3) The XDM user device sends a single request to the XDM network service requesting the XDM Document to be renamed. 
4) Joe informs Tom about the XDM Document he wants to share with him using the new XDM Document name.
A.1.2 Market Benefits

The possibility to be able to rename an XDM document will make XDM Document sharing simpler for the users in certain cases.  The possibility to be able to rename an XDM Document using a single operation will both save network resources and simplify client implementations.
A.2 Use Case – Move parts of an XDM Document 
A.2.1 Short Description

This use case describes a scenario where an authorized Principal has two XDM documents of the same type and wants to move XDM Documents Parts from one XDM document to another XDM Document.  The use case is also relevant in the case an authorized Principal wants to move XDM Document Parts inside the same XDM Document.  An example is to move an XDM Document Part from a temporary/unconfirmed storage to a permanent/confirmed storage.

A.2.1.1 Actors

Joe (the end-user that owns the XDM document)
XDM user device

XDM network service
A.2.1.2 Normal Flow

1) Joe selects the XDM Document Part he wants to move.
2) Joe selects the XDM Document he wants to move the XDM Document Part to.
3) The XDM user device sends a single request to the XDM network service requesting the XDM Document Part to be moved.
4) The XDM user device informs Joe about the result.
A.2.2 Market Benefits

The possibility to be able to move XDM Document Parts using a single operation will both save network resources and simplify client implementations.
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
