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1 Reason for Change

The CSP 1.2 DTD leaves out the definition of the Domain element that appears in the DetailedResult definition. 

<!ELEMENT DetailedResult (Code, Description?, UserID*, GroupID*, ScreenName*, MessageID*, ContactList*, Domain*)>. While this problem is addressed by another CR, there is a corresponding error in CSP v1.2 as well.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

This information element has been introduced to in CSP 1.2 so there is no impact on backward compatibility

5 Recommendation

Nokia recommends that the OMA MWG and IM SWG approves the CR and the approved change is incorporated to IMPS v1.2 Candidate Specification

6 Detailed Change Proposal

The second paragraph of 6.1 Status Primitive needs to be modified.

The Result structure always contains one of the status Codes specified in this document. It MAY also contain a Description string and if necessary, a Detailed description explaining the error. The DetailedResult can be used with every error code but has its main use when the error concerns a specific MessageID, UserID, GroupID, ScreenName or Domain. An example is when sending a message to several recipients and one UserID is invalid. The Result could then have status code 201 (Partially successful) and the DetailedResult naming the bad UserID together with status code 531 (Unknown user).
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
