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Reason for Change

1. The SSP specification specifies that the "Search-Pair-List" is only present in the 1st search request.  However, this element is defined as mandatory in the DTD, since it is described as SearchTerm+, meaning [1..n] elements.  It should be defined as SearchTerm*, meaning [0..n] elements, to be in line with the specification for subsequent search requests.

2. There is a mismatch between the SSP documentation and the DTD for the LeaveGroupIndication, where the groupId is optional (only present if server initiated) in the SSP specification but required in the DTD.  The attribute should be set to IMPLIED instead of REQUIRED to be in line with the specification.

Impact on Backward Compatibility

There are no backwards compatibility issues.
Impact on Other Specifications

There is no impact on other specifications.

The authors of this change request do not have knowledge of any IPR related to this contribution.

Recommendation

We recommend that the Working Group reviews and approves the Change Request and that the approved CR is incorporated to IMPS v1.2 Candidate Specification.
