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1 Reason for Change

A user may invite other user(s) to join a discussion / chat group in order to exchange messages. In this case the requestor server will send an InviteRequest primitive to the provider server. The provider server will respond with a Status message and will send an InviteUserRequest to the invited users that will be acknowledged by the client with a Status message. The invited user(s) may accept or not the invitations but in any case an InviteUserResponse will be sent. The message flow is better described in the following diagrams:

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Figure 2. The “Complementary Invitation” Transaction

According to the message flow presented in the picture above the InviteUserResponse and InviteRespone primitive are actual requests in which case they have to contain the MetaInfo. 

The Status-Info is not needed since the message is not an actual response thus it should be removed.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

This CR proposes a change in a non-backward compatible matter (with the current 1.2 SSP spec). However, without Meta-info element which identifies Transaction-ID, no one have been able to implement these transactions because a server cannot find a corresponding request against returning Response. So there is no impact in practice and thus this CR is classified as Class 2.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

The corresponding XML element definition must be added in SSP Syntax v1.2 spec.

4 Intellectual Property Rights Considerations

5 Recommendation

Nokia recommends that the OMA MWG and IM SWG approves the CR and the approved change is incorporated to IMPS v1.2 Candidate Specification
