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1 Reason for Change

Note: This was listed as Item #3 in CR “OMA-MWG-IM-2003-0028-CR_CSP_WBXML_Fixes”.

In the WBXML “Element value tokens” (section 4.4), the element value “IM” is defined twice: “IM” is defined as 0x12 in the “Common value tokens” table (section 4.4.1) and as 0x68 in the “Presence value tokens” table (section 4.4.3).

This is not really an error but from experience, this has opened the door to scenarios such as: a client uses code 0x12 instead of 0x68 in an UpdatePresence-Request but the server (rightfully) only accepts code 0x68 and returns an error to the client.

The decision taken at the meeting in London was to:

· Keep “IM” listed in the “Presence value tokens” table (section 4.4.3)

· Put “obsolete” in the “Token” value column

· Add a reference to the “Common value tokens” table (section 4.4.1) where “IM” is already defined

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

There are no backwards compatibility issues.  However this problem also exists in the CSP 1.1 WBXML specification.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

There is no impact on other specifications.

4 Intellectual Property Rights Considerations

The authors of this change request do not have knowledge of any IPR related to this contribution.

5 Recommendation

We recommend that the Working Group reviews and approves the Change Request and that the approved CR is incorporated to IMPS v1.2 Candidate Specification.
