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1 Reason for Contribution

For better usability during an IM session various font styles should be supported; size, Italic, bold, or color, for example. If a client supports these font styles, a user can choose the font style as one’s taste and use it for his/her messages. 
2 Summary of Contribution

This proposal suggests an IM feature for a user to choose and use one’s own preferable font. Size, type and color of the font may be supported. 
3 Detailed Proposal

For a client embedded in a terminal device, which supports font size, font type and font color. The use of simple font style is recommended..

1. Font Size

The font size is defined as small, normal or big. If a handset supports font sizes 10pt, 12pt and 14pt, a client can match three font sizes with small, normal and big.

2. Font Type

The font type is defined as Italic type, Bold type, Underline type and Normal type.

3. Font Color

The Color is defined by RGB style that is usually set as #FF00FF.

4. Use Case
· User can set the size, type and color in the IM font configuration menu.
· This font information is saved in the client.
· The client makes SendMessageRequest primitive containing this font information and sends it to recipient.
· When a user receives a NewMessage primitive, the client parses it and detects the font style of the content.

· Client displays this message in the font style specified by the sender.

· A content font style is contained in the MessageInfo as follows.

· FontStyle can be defined as follow.
<!ELEMENT FontStyle (FontSize?, FontType?, FontColor?)>
· ContentType can be omitted because it is optional element. In that case the client displays the message in plain text style.
