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1 Reason for Contribution

Recently, ownership of IMPS 1.3 delta RD development has been changed from OMA Requirement group towards OMA MWG IM SWG. Based on that change, the WI rapporteur would like to propose the initial skeleton document for the delta RD and its development process within IMSWG.

2 Summary of Contribution

The proposed development process is described in the chapter 3 and its back-up material is included in the submission zip package. Also, the skeleton document is included in the package as well.

3 Detailed Proposal

There have been already the relevant input contributions made in 2002/2003. Some of them got positive support, some other didn’t. However, there has been NO concrete decision on which idea is within the 1.3 release scope. Because the next 1.3 release is supposed to be a minor update of 1.2 specifications, as defined in the WID, there must be a clear reference of the targeted scope of the 1.3 releases and this 1.3 delta RD is intended to be that. Nokia proposes how to develop the 1.3 delta RD in the following sub-chapters.

3.1 How to propose an item of 1.3 scope?

Any OMA member who has proposal as an item for 1.3 scope, he/she MUST submit an input contribution with a valid OMA MWG IMSWG document ID and SHOULD indicate the contribution is intended to be such. Such contribution MUST be a Class 0 Change Request (CR) type input towards the OMA-RD_IMPSDelta-V1_0. A contributor MAY submit any number of inputs for one topic as he/she believes it helps the group’s understanding. In that case, a contributor MUST indicate which ID is a primary input and other related inputs MUST have a reference to the primary contribution. A proposal contribution(s) SHOULD be presented to IM SWG in a physical or virtual meeting. A contributor MUST indicate to the IMSWG chair, which meeting he/she would like to present his/her proposal.

3.2 Do I have to re-contribute the same topic again even if once it was presented last year but hasn’t got a disposition yet?

A contributor MAY re-submit the same topic as a CR if such topic was presented but hasn’t got a disposition yet, but it’s NOT MANDATORY to do so if the topic has been presented to OMA IMPS WG, OMA Requirement group, or OMA MWG during 2002/2003, and it’s recorded in the RD tracking sheet.

3.3 What is the RD tracking sheet?

The RD tracking sheet is created and managed by the editor of 1.3 delta RD. The initial proposal for it is included in this contribution package. All proposals for 1.3 release scope MUST be recorded in the RD tracking sheet and it’s a responsibility of the RD editor and the contributor to make sure the proposed item is recorded properly in the sheet.

3.4 How to make a disposition?

A contributor MAY request to make a disposition at any time after presentation and the IMSWG chair will ask the IMSWG for it. IM SWG MAY defer making a disposition as far as it’s before a deadline of  “Disposition Period”. Disposition period is described in the 3.7. A disposition MUST be made according to OMA working process and there MUST not be any exception against the OMA process.

3.5 How is the draft delta RD maintained?

The editor of the delta RD MUST update the draft and distribute it as soon as possible after any disposition is made. Bi-weekly report and update is RECOMMENDED, following the group’s CC schedule. “Distribute” means to upload the updated document to IMSWG portal as permanent document and post it to OMA-RD-DEV mailing list. Any member MAY submit a Class 2/3 CR at any time for the draft delta RD. A Class 1 CR (e.g. deletion of the entire use case, changing normative wording from MUST to SHOULD) SHOULD NOT be submitted, as such discussion has to be done before a disposition against the topic has been made.

3.6 My proposal was rejected. Can I re-submit the same topic again?

A contributor MAY re-submit the same topic with some change until one week before “Disposition Period” ends.

3.7 According to the latest WISPR, the RD should be finalized in the OMA L.A. plenary. Is this still the case? If so it could mean the door for 1.3 has been almost closed?

The RD development timeline is proposed as follows.

· “Call for input” will be made immediately after this proposed process is approved by IM SWG

· “Call for input” period lasts 3 months after announcement.

· “Disposition period” also starts immediately after “Call for Input” announcement as there has been already the contributions.

· “Disposition period” ends one month after “Call for Input” period ends.

Any brand new idea for 1.3 scope MUST NOT be accepted after “Call for input” period ends. Only a revision of the previous contributions MUST be accepted before “Disposition period” ends but after “Call for input” period ends. Nothing MUST be accepted after “Disposition period”, even including minor wording change.

3.8 What happens after “Disposition period”?

After “Disposition period” is closed, the editor MUST make the final draft of 1.3 delta RD and distribute it as soon as possible. Two-week review period will be allocated to make sure that the development result has been incorporated to the RD appropriately. If there is no issue raised during that period, MWG (Not IMSWG) R&A against 1.3 delta RD will be initiated. If the delta RD is approved it goes according to the OMA working process. 

3.9 Any other issue?

- The working procedure MUST be according to OMA-REQ-2003-0845R01.

- According to the WID, there MUST NOT be Class 0/1 type of change in the existing Architecture, and thus any new requirement in the delta RD MUST NOT make such impact even though it might be difficult to predict whether or not such impact would arise.

4 Intellectual Property Rights Considerations
