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1 Reason for Change

New mobile online applications and services are introduced to the market; these applications and services are not encompassed by the OMA-IMPS CommCap Presence Attribute. In addition, CommCap can only convey the notion of willingness to communicate (i.e. Status=Open / Closed), whereas some forms of communications are session oriented (e.g. chat).
It is suggested to enhance the current enumeration of Caps to include Push-To-Talk, Gaming and other future applications and services that will be introduced. This will enable a client hosted on a user’s device to inform the server about its support for these applications and services, and the server to inform others who desire to receive this information and are authorized to. In addition, it is proposed to add an indication for an on-going session to the Status element.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

Devices that use communication capabilities can ignore types unknown to them. Optionally, the server can detect device versions that do not support these changes, and avoid sending those types.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

The corresponding new data type definition must be relevant:

4 Intellectual Property Rights Considerations

Communication capabilities

The client communication capabilities in the context of presence means the capability of the device hosting the client for various types of user-to-user communication.

It is suggested to extend the Cap data type (enumerated string) with these the following values:

· GAME
· Generic:

· OTHER
