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1 Reason for Change

Currently, the IMPS server is dependant upon the specific client implementations of contact list ownership. The client may act as master, ignoring changes made on the server and overriding the server-side contact list with the locally stored contacts.
It is suggested that the IMPS server should take ownership on the contact list viewed by the client, including the WV-ID of the users and their nick name. Additionally, the IMPS server should be able to notify the client about contact list changes done on the server, and should be able to synchronize the client’s contact list with the data on the server. The server should be able to initiate “add” transaction.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

The IMPS server should be aware of the client’s version and refrain from synchronizing unsupported client versions.

4 Intellectual Property Rights Considerations

5 Recommendation

We recommend that the Working Group will review and approve the change request. 

6 Detailed Change Proposal

The server will be able to notify the client of changes contact list management updates occurred since the last client-server interaction, embedding “add” and “remove” transactions within a single “ListManage” transaction.

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The server MAY add or remove members using the syntax described below. The client performs the requested server operations, and replies with a Status message.
