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1 Reason for Change

Section 8.4 General Exception Handling:

"Whenever an error occurs, the processing server shall handle the exception based on its own policy. In addition, the processing server shall inform the other server involved in this transaction of such an exception by sending the Status primitive with an appropriate Status Code and optional Status Description."

It should be clarified what does that "whenever an error occurs" mean. In which cases the response must contain only Status primitive and in which cases the response is the primitive defined in the transaction and status code is included in its Status sub element?

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

This CR adds some clarification only. As such it does not have impact on backwards compatibility.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

Same thing should be clarified in the OMA-IMPS-WV-SSP-SCR-v1_2-20030221-C document. Separate CR is created for that with id OMA-IM-2004-0055-SSPSCRGenErrHand.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

8.4 General Error Handling

In two-way transactions, after a transaction is initiated, the originating server is expecting the response from the processing server. In multi-way transactions, after a transaction is initiated, one server is expecting the response from the other server.

Whenever an error occurs, the processing server shall handle the exception based on its own policy. In addition, the processing server shall inform the other server involved in this transaction of such an exception by sending the Status primitive with an appropriate Status Code and optional Status Description. More precisely if the processing server sends Status Code 2XX then it SHALL be sent in the response primitive specified for the transaction. Otherwise Status primitive SHALL be used.
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
