TRANS-10 says:

"Support General Error Handling Policy – If any error occurs in the processing party while processing a transaction, it shall respond to the other party with a Status primitive instead of expected response primitive."

It should be clarified what does that "if any error occurs" mean. In which cases the response must contain only Status primitive and in which cases the response is the primitive defined in the transaction and status code is included in its Status sub element?
