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1 Reason for Contribution

At April 13, 2004’s MWG-IM teleconference, OMA-IM-2004-0066 “IMPS-SIP InterWorking Function” was briefly introduced, and is anticipated to be discussed in detail at the OMA MWG-IM SWG meetings in Munich, Germany, April 26-30, 2004. 
This contribution is an input document to the detailed discussion of OMA-IM-2004-0066.  
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes a number of editorial and minor technical clarifications to the PowerPoint slides contained in OMA-IM-2004-0066.   
3 Detailed Proposal 
Following are our comments on OMA-IM-2004-0066 “IMPS-SIP InterWorking Function”:
General 
· The overview slides in OMA-IM-2004-0066 provide a useful framework for focused discussion and good basis for an Architecture Document (AD) on IMPS-SIP Interworking.  We anticipate that this work will complement the parallel Requirement Document (RD) effort on the same subject. 
· We understand that SAP (Service Access Point) is just an interface to the IMPS server.  However, throughout the document, SAP has been depicted (especially in Slides 8, 11-14) as though it is the IMPS server itself.  We therefore suggest that, for clarity, “SAP” be globally replaced with “IMPS Server”, and that SAP be shown as an interface to the IMPS Server instead.  
· We suggest that “IMS” be globally replaced with “SIP”, therefore not limiting the SIP-based domain to IMS for 3GPP, but also allows it to be 3GPP2 MMD or any other SIP-based domains (per Slide 3).  

Slide 4  (Requirements) 

· We suggest that the following point be added (after “3.”):   “4.  SIP ME can send messages to and receive messages from IMPS presentities”.
Slide 5  (Related Issues) 

· It seems unclear why we need to use both INFO and SUBSCRIBE for direct fetch of presence information. RFC 2976 does not appear to suggest that INFO could be used in this context.  We strongly recommend that we use the SIP SIMPLE protocol as standardized in IETF.  We therefore suggest that clarifying text that rationalizes the use of INFO (versus SUBSCRIBE) be included in the slides, along with references to pertinent IETF’s SIP SIMPLE standards documents and/or Internet Drafts.
