3 Detailed Proposal 
We propose the following editorial modifications to the Scope contained in OMA-IM-2004-0074 “IMPS and SIP/SIMPLE Presence Interworking Architecture Document Baseline”:
1. Scope
(Informative)

The scope of the Presence Interworking (IW) Architecture document is to define the architecture for the IMPS- SIP/SIMPLE interworking of the Presence service enabler. This architecture is based on the requirements listed in the IMPS and SIP/SIMPLE Presence Interworking Requirements document [PresIW-RD].

This document only deals with interworking of the Presence functionality between the IMPS domain and the SIP/SIMPLE domain. Thus, the specification of all intra-domain (e.g., intra-IMPS) Presence functionality is beyond the scope of this document.
