4. Introduction
(Informative)

Instant Messaging is a set of system capabilities that provides both a framework for future service development and an application allowing exchange of Instant Messaging between users, whether using mobile networks or Internet connections. This document provides a specification for OMA Instant Messaging using the IETF SIP [RFC3261] protocol with SIMPLE extensions.  Instant Messaging is described in terms of actions taken by Instant Messaging Client, Instant Messaging Server and various other network elements.

The IM architecture relies on common OMA Enablers, such as a PS, GLMS, DMS and others, to provide the overall functionality of the IM Enabler. This architecture covers interworking function to a remote domain, allows server hosted and client hosted IM conversations and supports conferences and peer to peer modes.

The reference points between the various network elements are coded according to [ARC-INVENT] and are prefixed with a common “IM” prefix.
